DEVELOPMENTALLY APPROPRIATE CLASSROOMS/KINDERGARTEN TRANSITION

The Merced Head Start Program provides developmentally appropriate education to over a thousand preschool children in
Merced County. The purpose of the program is to help children gain knowledge, skills and confidence necessary to be prepared
to succeed in their present environment and with later responsibilities in school and life.

Head Start provides an environment of acceptance that supports and respects gender, culture, language, ethnicity, and family
composition. The academic program is based on the Houghton Mifflin Pre-K Curriculum. HMP-K is researched based, and
helps children build knowledge and skills in Math, Language, Science and the arts, while promoting cognitive, physical and socio
emotional development.

Every school year the Head Start Program collaborates with each of the schools districts in the county that receive Head Start
children transitioning into Kindergarten. This year, 666 4-year olds completed the year at Merced County Head Start and
transitioned into Merced County Kindergartens.

FISCAL SERVICES Operating Expenses

Merced County Head Start received and/or booked the following revenues during the 2008-09
program/fiscal year:
